The Commemoration of All Saints

On Tuesday, November 1, the Universal Church celebrates

the great Communion of Saints who have proceeded us in

living the Christian faith. We will celebrate the Eucharist at

9:30 am with the students of our school and a presentation
of certain saints and then again at 7:00 p.m.

Our Lady of the Angels Cathedral in Los Angeles
e Is surely one of the more notable artistic contributions of
@ liturgical art of the recent American church. Enormous care
was taken with the architecture and art of this building that
serves one of our largest and most diverse Catholic
archdioceses.
Among the most acclaimed art in the Cathedral is the
Communion of Saints tapestries which march down the
north and south walls of the building toward the altar.
Designed by John Nava these twenty-five fresco-like
tapestries depict 135 saints and blesseds from around the
world, including holy men and women of North America
canonized by the Church. Twelve untitled figures, including
children of all ages, represent the many anonymous holy
people in our midst. All the figures direct our eyes to the
light of the great Cross-window above the Altar where the
Eucharist is celebrated. The textures and colors of the
tapestries restate the massive walls of the Cathedral
: themselves and serve to integrate the ensemble. The
" tapestries vary in height but average about eighteen feet and
" cover about three hundred forty square yards of area. The
picture on the left does not do the actual tapestries justice.
