Your are loved because of how your 
love has shaped  families.  You are also loved because your love has shaped individuals who have gone 

on to shape our community and our society.  The values you developed in you children are the ones they 
carried into their adult lives, into their marriages and families, into their businesses and community.  
May God bless you on this Sunday we have set aside to honor all of you.  May God keep you healthy.
