In every age the Church has called upon the arts to give expression to the beauty of her faith 

and to proclaim the gospel message of the grandeur of God’s creation, the dignity of human  

beings made in his image and likeness, and the power of Christ’s death and resurrection to 

bring redemption and rebirth to a world touched by the tragedy of sin and death,” said Pope 

Francis on Oct. 19 2013.

Maybe our prayer this month can be to be on the 

lookout for such creations and be grateful, not forgetting also the popular art and music that can 

raise our hearts to be grateful for the beauty of the world and for reminders of its imperfect-

ness.  What Pope Francis wrote of the Vatican Museum can refer to much artistic work: ‘it bears 

witness to the spiritual aspirations of humanity, the sublime mysteries of the Christian faith, and 

the quest of that supreme beauty which has its source and fulfilment in God’.  - Fr Donal Neary SJ

In today’s educational environment computers are a necessity not a 
nicety!  Many textbooks are now provided on line or as a computer 
file.  Work pages are served and scored via computer.  Reading is 

assisted by on line tutors.  Research is no longer done paging through 
encyclopedia volumes but searching the internet. 

 

The average cost of a ChromeBook and a share of the cart is 
$225. 

 

We are asking those who are financially able to purchase these 
ChromeBooks for use by the students in our school.  All students 

use these computers and they belong to the school.  Your 
contribution would be to St. Paul School and to our ministry to the 

over 200 students who have begun a new year of education.
