This week: The Epiphany or Manifestation of the Lord 
Isaiah  60:1-6  Ephesians 3:2-3a,5-6 Matthew 2:1-12 

 
 Background:   Epiphany  means revelation or manifestation.  Jesus was revealed or manifested 
to the magi when they followed the star.  This manifestation represented his manifestation to the 
Gentiles or non-Jews since the magi had come from the east or “from afar.”  Meanwhile those 

who were nearby, King Herod and the Jewish leadership sought to destroy the child Jesus.  Such 
would be the pattern in the rest of the Gospel as well as in the life of Matthew’s community.  Could 
it be there are still today those who would destroy the living Jesus by trying to exclude some who 

want to live his way?

end of the workday.  Thanks, Ron, for your encouragement. 

Tina is not really going anywhere!  She will still be a member of the parish and the Christian 
Mothers have wisely already elected her their new Treasurer!  Perhaps she will, however, be 
able to come to Sunday mass to pray and not have to field questions about parish business. 

As pastor of St. Paul’s and as a co-worker and friend, I want to extend our thanks and our love 
to Tina Greer for her years of ministry and service to the Lord and our parish community.  Tina, 

we love you and wish you God’s blessings as get to sleep late, take afternoon naps ,enjoy   
retirement and ‘rest from your labors.’
