This week:  Thirty-Second Sunday In Ordinary Time 

Wisdom 6:12-16 Thessalonians 4:13-18  Matthew 25:1-13 

Background:  This last chapter of the Gospel of Matthew before the passion of Jesus offers three 

more parables, these reflecting on the final days or the end days of history.  Today Jesus challenges his 

hearers to be ready whenever the bridegroom comes to start the great feast of eternity.  Playing on the 

wedding customs of his time when the groom would go to the bride’s house to 

retrieve her and bring her to his or his father’s home and thus begin the feast, 

Jesus uses the example of young virgins (or bridesmaids) being prepared to 

escort the joyous procession.  Some are wise enough to have oil at the ready; 

others are so foolish they brought none at all.  Do we have oil ready to light the 

way when the groom comes?

PARISH OUTREACH IN CHARITY 
 

The Community Bread Basket and the Table of Hope are the two main charitable out-
reach ministries supported by St. Paul Parish.  Every month we contribute $250 to the 
support of these as well as providing non-perishable food for the Bread Basket and      
volunteers each month for the Table of Hope.  Recently we asked the Bread Basket for a 
report on the services provided.  So far this year (through September) 1,731 food orders 
have been distributed to 3,261 people.  These orders were for over 110,374 pounds of 
food!   The Table of Hope serves  an evening meal to anyone who comes to the First  
Methodist Church on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays.  In the month of October, the 

Table of Hope served 773 meals to 417 adults and 354 children. 
Our parish is asked to help at the Table of Hope on November  17th, sign-up sheets 

are in the back of the church. 
At Thanksgiving & Christmas the Community Bread Basket distributes holiday baskets. 
They are in need on volunteers to assist in these distributions: Thanksgiving 11-17-17 1 
pm to 3 pm, Christmas 12-15-17 1 pm to 3 pm.
