Genesis 15:1-6,21:1-3 Hebrews 11:8,11-1,17-19 Luke 2:22-14

Background: Luke’s gospel alone offers us this glimpse at some Jewish family customs
observed at the time of the birth of a first-born son. Luke does so to highlight Jesus’ coming role
as savior. Forty days after birth a male child was often presented at the Temple in Jerusalem and
offering made to the Lord for blessing upon that child. Mothers, too, having recovered from
childbirth would come to the Temple to give thanks for the birth of their
children. In Luke’s story and old man and an old woman both appear to
prophesize on Jesus’ coming destiny and on the pain that destiny will bring
to Mary’s heart.
