This week: Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord 
Mark 11:1-10 Isaiah 50:4-7 Philippians 2:6-11 Mark 14:1-15:47 

  
Background:  The Scriptures today take us from the exhilaration of the crowds on the streets of 

Jerusalem shouting Hosannas to the agony of Jesus dying on the cross.  
We begin with the procession of palms and Mark’s account of the 

triumphant entrance into the holy city by the Lord Jesus.  But that event is 
fodder for the antagonism and hostility of the authorities which in a matter 
of days leads to Jesus’ execution.  In the Passion narrative of Mark, the 

first of the accounts written and pattern for the others, references to 
Hebrew Scriptures abound, notably Psalm 22.  Note Jesus’ words on the 

cross are the opening words of this ancient text as are so many other 
incidents; the final hope of the psalm is also reflected in the resurrection!
