Today we begin a Capital Campaign  

to replace the aging and barely functioning heating system in St. Paul 

Grade School and to bring the kitchen and fire doors  up to current 

building and fire codes.  We also want to add air conditioning to the 

building at the same time we update the  heating system. 

The heating pipes are original to the building from 1962, most of them 

in the crawl spaces underneath the floors.  Many of these pipes are nearly 

rusted through, especially as a result of the 2004 flood. Some have been 

patched multiple times.  We do not believe the current system will serve 

for another heating season. 

The kitchen needs to have a fire suppressant system installed and many of the hallway doors need to be 

sandblasted and equipped with new hardware before a new school year begins.  When our school was 

constructed it was not common to insulate ceilings and walls nor to install air conditioning.  Now, with 

school terms running later in the spring and starting earlier in the fall, air conditioning in a building like ours 

is extremely important.  Sometimes in May and September, second floor classroom temperatures have 

reached one hundred degrees. 

Our Capital Campaign has a goal of  $500,000. 

We hope to raise this amount from foundations and local charities, from parents of current students, from 

parishioners, from alumni and from local businesses and friends of St. Paul School.   

As of  today we have raised or have pledged $165,000. 

A mailing has gone out seeking pledges to help us raise the additional money needed to complete the work 

on the heating and cooling system of the school and the upgrade of the kitchen and fire doors.  We are 

asking for pledges over a three-year period and the mailing will describe how to make such a pledge.  For 

example, someone may be able to give a total of $3,000 over three years, with $1,000 each year or about $84 

a month.  Others may choose to make a one time gift rather than a pledge. 

Saint Paul Grade School is our School. 

For at least ninety years our Parish community has provided a Catholic education for the children of our 

community.  Twice our members have dug deeply into their wallets to construct whole new school buildings 

to serve this purpose—once in 1924 and again in 1962.  Now we are being asked to make major needed 

repairs to our building.  If we parishioners do what we can according to our means, if parents of current 

students step up to participate, if we ask our friends and alumni to help us out, we should be able to meet 

the campaign goal.  St. Paul Grade School can continue to be a place where young people can come to be 

“Rooted in Tradition” as they have for ninety years and a place where they are “Growing toward 

the Future” for many years to come.

This week: The Feast of the Most Holy Trinity 
Deuteronomy 4:32-34,39-40 Romans 8:14-17 Matthew 2816-20 

 
 Background:    Having concluded the Easter Season, we now observe two Feast Day 
Sundays before we return to Ordinary Time Sundays.  The first is in celebration of the Holy 

Trinity and for it we heard the conclusion of Matthew’s Gospel.  This text 
was apparently selected because of its reference to baptism in the name of 

the Holy Trinity as per the instruction of the Lord Jesus.  What is 
remarkable is that by the time Matthew’s Gospel was written in about 80 

C.E., Jesus was already being referred to as the Second Person of the 
Trinity, the Son of God, on a equally footing with the Father and the Spirit.  

This is amazing in a Jewish-based community with its emphasis on the 
oneness and unity of God and yet the notion of Trinity is already present.
