Proverbs 8:1-6 Ephesians 5:15-19 John 6:51-58

Background: Here’s another installment in our reading of John Chapter 6 and now we are
drawing the connection between what Jesus has been saying about himself and the Eucharist of the
Christian Church. In his flesh and with his blood Jesus fed the world by giving up his life in service of
justice. That self-giving is remembered and relived every time the Church eats his Body and drinks

his Blood in the Eucharist. Thus, unless we “eat his flesh”, that is unless we make what he did with
his body part of ourselves, and unless we “drink his blood,” unless we make what he did with his
blood part of what courses through our very veins, we will not have life in us!
