Background:  Again Peter takes center stage with a question about how often he should 

forgive.  Jesus’  parable in response leaves no doubt that our forgiveness of each other takes its 

lead from God’s forgiveness of ourselves.  The king wrote off the whole debt of his servant but 

that same servant could not be even 

somewhat compassionate to his fellow 

servant who owed him a mere fraction of 

what he himself had been forgiven.  Why is 

it we cannot forgive a little when we have 

been forgiven so much?

TWO PRIESTS AND DAILY MASS 

Now that we have two priests on the parish staff, we will be able to have the 8:00 am mass on 
Wednesdays when there is also a school mass at 9:30 am and when there is a funeral mass at 
10:00 am.  We hope this will be more convenient for those who regularly participate in the 8 
am mass. 

OUR FORTY YEAR OLD CHURCH HEATING SYSTEM HAS   
GIVEN UP THE GHOST! 

The heating system that provided warmth in the church since the 
building was built in 1972 has finally died and must be replaced.  

With Bishop Bransfield and the Diocesan Building Advisor’s advice, 
we have contracted with Tudi Mechanical Engineering (the same 

company who recently replaced the systems in our school) to install 
a new heating and cooling unit in the church. Since the cooling sys-

tem was nearing the end of its expected life, we included it in the 
project.  The total cost of this project will be about $57,000. 

 

Removal of the old system and installation of the new will begin on 
Monday and Tudi assures us they will work as quickly as possible to have our new heating and 
cooling in place by the end of the month.  Until then, we will not have heat or air conditioning in 

the church: let us pray for moderate weather for the next two weeks! 

 

The Parish Finance Council has discussed how to pay for this unexpected and large expense.  
With what we currently have in our Renovation Account (money saved from the monthly enve-
lope, from CD interest, etc) we have $24,000;  we have had repayment of a $10,000 loan we 
made to St. Paul Cemetery; and we are expecting a gift of about $5,000.   Thus, we will have 
on hand $39,000 of the $56,700 required.  The Bishop has offered us a diocesan loan for the 

remaining $17,700 which we hope to pay off with funds that come in through the monthly            
renovation envelopes.   This expense will not totally deplete our cash on hand.  We also have 
$24,000 in a CD that is set aside for contingencies.  The Finance Council wants to hold on to 

this just in case there is some other emergency. 

CHROMEBOOK REQUEST 

Many thanks to all those who were able to assist in paying for the 
Chrome Books for students in St. Paul Grade School.  Thus far we 

have been able to purchase 22 of the 80 computers needed for 
the school.  We are especially grateful to the Holy Name Society 

of St. Paul Parish for a donation of $2,500 toward this project.  
Anyone else who would like to buy a ChromeBook for $225 or 

make a donation toward the purchase of one, there are envelopes 
on the table in the back of church.  You may also simply put 

money in an envelope marked “ChromeBook Purchase Fund” and 
place it in the Sunday collection.
