This week:  Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Wisdom 9:13-18b  Philemon 9-10, 12-17   Luke 14:25-33 

Background:  Few Sunday Gospel texts challenge us as 
deeply as does this text from Luke’s Gospel.  Hate parents, wife, 
family and self! Renounce all possessions! How can anyone be a 

disciple of Jesus?  Even granting a certain Middle-eastern 
hyperbole or exaggeration on Jesus’ part, this text challenges us 
to calculate how much we are willing “to pay” for our discipleship.  
The crowd following Jesus on the way did not fully comprehend 
he was on the way to Jerusalem where he would hate his own 

life on the cross.  Were they willing to pay the same price? Are we?
